Year 3 
English: We will be continuing our local study of Bushey and learning about how it has changed over time.

Maths: In Mrs Kothary’s group we will continue exploring 2D and 3D shapes. Mr Hardy’s group will be continuing to   
explore real life problem solving.  
Art: We will make stencils and learn to print.  
History: We will be learning about the role of women in World War 2. 
Geography: We will be continuing to conduct field work around the school grounds.
