Headlice

Please be aware that there has been a case of head lice (nits) in school. We therefore urge you to check
your child’s hair for head lice on a regular basis. If you find evidence of lice or eggs, you can treat your
child by conditioning wet hair and combing through thoroughly with a fine comb. You will need to
repeat this process every few days for several weeks as the nits transform into headlice.

What we will be learning next week

Year 3
English: We will be writing a setting description using our different senses.
Maths: We will finish our work on counting on and back in hundreds tens and ones and then we will look at comparing
and ordering numbers.
History: We will be using different sources to find out more about Ashfield.
