Year 4 Curriculum
Maths

We cover the following areas of Maths in Year 4: Place Value,
Number Magnitude, Addition and Subtraction, Data Handling
(statistics), Multiplication and Division, Fractions, Decimals and
Percentages, Money, Time, Shape and Measures (geometry)

You can help your child by:
»Helping them learn multiplication and division facts for all the
times tables up to 12x.

»Encouraging them to use Maths in real-life contexts eg. money,
measure, time, etc

»Practising their mental maths through playing games involving
numbers, e.g. Monopoly.




Year 4 Curriculum
Maths

Children in Year 4 will take the Multiplication Tables Check (MTC)
and this will be administered in June 2025.

The MTC an on-screen assessment designed to determine whether
pupils are able to fluently recall their multiplication tables up to
12. Children will need to answer 25 questions.

Homework

We value your support in encouraging your child to complete the homework.
The children will be given up to 1 hour and 30 minutes of homework each week.
Children will usually be given a week to complete each homework task.

As a guide, homework will usually be given according to this rota:

Monday Reading for fluency and stamina 5 x 10 minutes per day \
Record 1 summary per week (checked on Mondays)

Tuesday Spelling Homework 4 x 5 minutes

Wednesday Maths - TTRockstars 4V 15 minutes \

Thursday Maths - TTRockstars 4M 15 minutes \

Reading

Choosing challenging texts and reading a range of genre.

» Encourage children to complete the books they select. Read
to the end is important to help them understand how to write
endings to stories.

Daily Reading to improve fluency and build reading stamina.
The aim:
» to read fluently and with expression, taking note of punctuatior
» to be able to read for at least 10 minutes with no break.
» to be able to read (with comprehension).

Home Reading

» 5 x daily reading to an adult to build fluency, stamina an
vocabulary.

» These reads should be sustained for at least 10 minutes ee
and preferably read aloud. Fluent readers can read a page
aloud and then continue to read silently for the rest of the
minutes.

» Reading is to be recorded once a week on BoomReader wit
page numbers and a clear and well-written summary about
happened in their book over the week.

» Parents are encouraged to comment on their child/ren’s ree a]r/
BoomReader.

Mobile Phones

» A copy of our mobile phone policy can be found on the Ashfield Website (tab Pare
then Policies) but here are the headlines for children’s phones:

» While we recognise that mobile phones are part of everyday life for many children, fo
pupils, bringing a mobile phone to school is completely unnecessary. Mobile phones ca
a distraction in school and can provide a means of bullying or intimidating others. There

- Pupils are not permitted to have mobile phones at school or on trips.

- If in the event of a parent wishing for his/her child to bring a mobile phone to school, the
parent must complete and application form for mobile phone use and submit it to the school
office in advance. We are a SMARTPHONE FREE school. We would like parents to support t
by providing your child with a mobile that is NOT a SMARTPHONE.

- Permission will only be granted in special circumstances. A child walking independently from
home to school and back does not constitute special circumstances. If however, a child travels
considerable distance alone and by public transport - this may constitute special circumstances

- The device must be a basic phone (not “smart”) - only capable of sending simple text message
or making phone calls and it must be handed in, switched off, to the phone box first thing in the
morning and collected from them by the child at home time (the phone is left at the owner’s
own risk).

- Mobile phones brought to school without permission will be confiscated and parents wi
xpected to collect the phone from the school office at the end of the school day.
